When | was first diagnosed as having multiple sclerosis | promised that I
would not use this space for "health bulletins”. 1 may have used this space three
times in the last six years for that purpose. | do so today as a response to two notable
changes in my attempt to deal with my infirmity - at least most demanding of my in-
firmities. Many of you by now realize | took a spill at Mass last weekend. The culprit
was the single step in front of the presidential chair. | am dealing with "drop foot".
When tired my right leg shuffles a bit. It does not lift as high as it should. I also man-
aged to twist my "good knee". Secondly, you may have noticed me using a "scooter"
- a loaner from Nick D’Amico. It will provide me with greater mobility around the
grounds and hopefully affect my level of fatigue.

I am sure that you do not find this unusual that after six years of living with
MS, it has affected my spiritual life. The most obvious challenge to me at this point
