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A WORD FROM OUR PAROCHIAL VICAR

Based on 1 Kings 19, 9, 11-13.

Elijah came to a cave [from the mountain of God, Horeb], where he took shelter. Then the
Lord said, “Go outside and stand on the mountain before the Lord; the Lord will be passing
by.” A strong and heavy wind was rending the mountains and crushing rocks before the
Lord—but the Lord was not in the wind. After the wind there was an earthquake—but the
Lord was not in the earthquake. After the earthquake there was a fire—but the Lord was not
in the fire. After the fire there was a tiny whispering sound. When he heard this, Elijah hid his
face 1n his cloak and went and stood at the entrance of the cave.

Theme: Elijah and Peter each learn a lesson about how God works in our individual lives.

God as present, real, and concerned vs. God as hidden, distant, or unconcerned. It is when we
are going through the most stressful moments in our lives that God is seemingly absent.

Elijah has been going through a period of doubt and disillusion. He is overwhelmed with a
sense of desolation and exhaustion. He loses his sense of God’s presence and support.

Queen Jezebel has a death warrant out on him and he is in hiding . He did God’s will as a
prophet but now he feels completely dejected asking God to take his life.

All the traditional signs of God’s presence are sent his way -a mighty wind, an earthquake,
and a huge fire.

Finally, a gentle breeze- literally- *““the voice of a thin silence.”
It dawns on Elijah that it is at the lowest points of one’s life that God is with us al- | .

though it may not seem apparent to us. ("A gentle breeze.”; “Footprints in the
sand.”).

When things are going well in our lives , we tend to forget about God or the fact that He is
helping us. When things are not going well, we think God has abandoned us. God is there al-
ways but especially nearby at bad times.
